Women’s Bible Study: Join the women of the church as we read and discuss Joanna Weaver’s Lazarus Awakening:

This festival is an opportunity for Christians of all traditions to come
together and celebrate the unity we share in Christ Jesus, and to experience
healing of our own wounds, as well as wounds of division in the Body of Christ.
