Choral Evensong is the traditional sung version of Anglican Evening Prayer, sung in the English Cathedral tradition. 
The parish choir prepares a significant amount of choral music for these services, which provides for an especially 
beautiful and artistic form of worship. Following Evensong, everyone is invited to food and fellowship at a local 
restaurant that serves fish. 

EASTER EGG COLORING: On Sunday, March 24th the Sunday School children will be coloring Easter eggs 
during the 10:30AM service. Please allow them to dress in "old clothes" - but just in case, there will be a small 
number of smocks available. We hope all of the children will join in this fun event!
