Please 

consider bringing an offering of women's care products such as tooth paste, tooth brush, a comb, scented 

lotion, hair rubber bands, mints, candies, whips, granola bars, travel deodorant, lip balms, band aids, 

cotton swabs small cracker packets, slim jim snacks, menstrual pads/wipes, small tissue packets, small 

note pads and pens can also be useful.  Products that contain alcohol such as mouth wash and hand 

sanitizer should not be included (hand sanitizer wipes are ok).
