FIRST SUNDAY AFTER PENTECOST: TRINITY SUNDAY

Almighty and everlasting God, who hast given unto us thy servants grace, by
the confession of a true faith, to acknowledge the glory of the eternal Trinity,
and in the power of the Divine Majesty to worship the Unity: We beseech
thee that thou wouldest keep us steadfast in this faith and worship, and bring
us at last to see thee in thy one and eternal glory, O Father; who with the Son
and the Holy Spirit livest and reignest, one God, for ever and ever.

In the year that King Uzziah died, |
saw the Lord sitting on a throne,
high and lofty; and the hem of his
robe filled the temple. Seraphs were
in attendance above him; each had
six wings: with two they covered
their faces, and with two they covered
their feet, and with two they flew.

"Holy, holy, holy is the LORD of
hosts; the whole earth is full of his
glory." The pivots on the thresholds
shook at the voices of those who
called, and the house filled with
smoke.
