FIRST SUNDAY AFTER PENTECOST: TRINITY SUNDAY ||

Almighty and everlasting God, who hast given unto us thy servants grace, by

In the year that King Uzziah died, 1
saW the Lord sitting on a throne,
h and lofty; and the hem of his
e filled the temple. Seraphs were
1n attendance above him; each had
six wings: with two they covered
their faces, and with two they cov-
ered their feet, and with two they
flew. And one called to another and
said: "Holy, holy, holy is the LORD
of hosts; the w1>1,ole earth is full of
his glory." The pivots on the thresh-
olds shook at the voices of those
who called, and the house filled with
smoke. And I said:

"Woe is me! I am lost, for I am a man
of unclean lips, and I live among a
people of unclean lips; yet my eyes
have seen the King, the LORD of
hosts!" Then one of the seraphs flew
to me, holding a live coal that had
been taken from the altar with a pair
of tongs. The seraph touched my
mouth with it and said: "Now that
this has touched your lips, your guilt
has departed and your sin is blotted
out." Then I heard the voice of the
Lord saying, "Whom shall I send, and
who will go for us?"

After this I looked, and there in
heaven a door stood open!

At
once I was in the spirit, and there in
heaven stood a throne, with one
seated on the throne! And the one
seated there looks like jasper and
carnelian, and around the throne is a
rainbow that looks like an emerald.
Around the throne are twenty-four
thrones, and seated on the thrones
are twenty-four elders, dressed in
white robes, with golden crowns on
their heads. Coming from the throne
are flashes of lightning, and rum-
blings and peals of thunder, and in
front of the throne burn seven flam-
ing torches, which are the seven
spirits of God; and in front of the
throne there is something like a sea
of glass, like crystal. Around the
throne, and on each side of the
throne, are four living creatures,
